“Paul wrote some of 
the most beautiful and 
important passages in 
the whole of the Bible, 
but his works have 
also been used, 
among other things, to 
justify homophobia, 
slavery and anti -
Semitism. He has also 
been accused of being 
anti -feminist. In the 
final analysis, Paul 
was the first great 

Christian theologian, establishing some of the building blocks 
of the faith that we now take for granted, though there 
are those who argue that in laying out these 
ground rules, Paul has obscured and 
separated us from the true teachings of 
Jesus. But perhaps the true sign of Paul's 
importance is that even nearly 2000 
years after his death he still inspires 
passion; whatever you feel, it's hard to 
feel neutral about Paul.”

Fr Michael writes:  
 
Dear Friends, after being away for over five weeks I am am somewhat 
late in wishing you, your families, loved ones and partners a heartfelt 
Happy New Year. My time away was refreshing, restorative and 
challenging. I return with fresh enthusiasm for the task of being the agent 
of God’s love and Christ’s hands and feet in our communities. This is not 
a task I can carry out single handed, we are in a collaborative ministry 
and we need each other to encourage, love and cajole. There is no room 
for lukewarm-ness in our Christian witness and whilst I dislike the military 
overtones of Baring Gould’s hymn we must rise up like those determined 
to share God’s love and to march onward like soldiers against the forces 
of darkness and evil.  
To equip us for this battle the church offers us an enormous amount of 
support. The support of the sacraments; each day, except Monday, and 
twice on Wednesdays, the Eucharist is offered at St Georges, to build us 
up in the faith by offering us Christ Himself. Prayers are said, the Bible is 
read and fellowship extended each day in the Morning and Evening 
Offices of the church.  On Sundays our worship is strengthened by our 
Sunday School for the younger ones. 
On Mondays the Mediation Group meets to pause for a short time of 
guided meditation. The United Tuesday education group meets in 
response to requests for more teaching. In spite of the fact that most of 
those who asked do not attend, a small loyal group are making a good 
effort to involve themselves in a deeper understanding of their faith. Why 
don’t you join them? On alternate Wednesdays the Bible Study continues 
to meet at lunchtime. On Thursdays their is the parent and toddler group 
and on monthly basis our Lunch Group, where you are welcome as a 
guest or helper. I think you will agree a diverse and comprehensive 
programme and I hope something for everyone! 
We have an ambitious programme of works within the church this year, 
including the provision of lavatory facilities for the disabled, a 
refurbishment of the kitchen, the completion of the replacement of the 
stonework in the Sanctuary, a new Sedilia and additional storage facilities 
in the Community Space. A lot to do and costly into the bargain, so, if you 
can help in this respect, by reviewing and increasing your giving to St 
Georges that would be greatly appreciated.  
All of these activities are geared to equipping us to be better witnesses of 
our faith in a society that is moving from indifferent to our message, to 
hostile. Only you and me together can fight this trend and it is perhaps 
time we all stood up and were counted. Stood up to proclaim the 
message of peace love & justice and care for all creation! May God guide 
us and bless us in this task.
