In response to their 
depression, Jesus takes his disciples up a mountain and treats 
them to a transfigured vision of himself flanked by Moses and 
Elijah.  Quite literally Jesus motivates his disciples by showing 
himself in a new light.

Beginning Lent purposely.  
 

"Insanity is defined as doing the same thing over, and over again, yet 
expecting different results." This definition can be a good beginning reflection 
as we examine the choices we will make in the days ahead.  With a little bit of 
reflection, most of us will begin to name things that we aren't very proud 
of.  Maybe we don't take God very seriously. Perhaps we've let our mind get 
cluttered with escapist litter. We might begin to name a number of self-
indulgent habits.  I may realize I rarely, if ever, hear the cry of the poor, and 
can't remember when I've answered that cry.  It could be that dishonesty on all 
kinds of levels has become a way of life.  
One of the roadblocks in my relationship with God and others may be deep 
wounds or resentments from the past, things I continue to hold against others 
or myself.  Let us pray for each other on our journey through Lent, especially 
those who need and desire a change of heart on this pilgrimage to Easter joy.  
This week gives us a good opportunity of paying attention to the Spiritual 
journey of Lent. On Tuesday we are going to have a good old fashioned 
Pancake Party! Details are later in the newsletter. Let’s use up the old habits 
of day-to-day life represented by the pancakes and get ‘shriven’ (from which 
we get ‘Shrove Tuesday’). A day to put aside all that has hindered our growth 
and walk with God. Then Wednesday is a time to make some effort to be in a 
Christian community to begin this Holy Season of Lent. I hope this year we 
might be a little more committed to the day and begin, as a community of 
believers together to be reminded of our mortality for, ‘dust we are and to dust 
we shall return’. I’m always amazed at what some of us can’t make an effort 
for and sadly it’s often the thing that could bring about positive change. Details 
of the services are elsewhere here, I commend to you the Sung Eucharist at 
7pm, with Ashing and special music.
