But ag' |

we stand and wave our our

palms, we have to be aware

that we are doing more than

just re-reading a two

thousand year old story. What

point is there in simply

remembering a sequence of

events? There is only a point in remembering Jesus’ Passion
truly impacts on our twenty first century lives.

We don’t need to have been around at the time to imagine how
must have felt to be a part of the crowd that greeted Jesus as
rode into Jerusalem. We know what it’s like to be swept along wi
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a crowd. We know how we can be brave as part of a crowd...

infallible even. We remember the crowd that supported Jesus
enthusiastically at the beginning of the week and how
mysteriously melted away by the end, to be replaced by a differe
crowd shouting for his crucifixion. Are we any better than thos
original supporters? Can we stand up for Jesus as individuals w
the going gets tough?

We remember Jesus’ journey from Palm Sunday to Good Friday.

remember that it's a journey he made with no hint of compromise

How easy it would have been for Jesus to have bypassed Jerusa
altogether and lived out his life in seclusion as some wise old gu
This of course was not Jesus’ style and neither should it be ot
There is no room in Christianity for compromise or complacency.

We remember the death of Jesus as a supreme act of love. Je
taught that we were worth all that pain and suffering. How do w
live our lives from this day on knowing that Jesus considered
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worth his ultimate sacrifice?




Palm Sunday

On this day the St George’s Day 1000 Eucharist will begin at 0945 in Airlie
Gardens and we shall walk from there to the church as a witness, carrying
our palms, during the service there will be a reading of the Passion. In the
evening at 6pm there will be readings, meditation and music for Passiontide.
At St Johns the evening Mass will be at 6.30pm and include the dramatic
reading of the Passion.

Monday — Wednesday in Holy Week.

This year in the Eucharist at St Georges at 6.30pm we shall consider
images from the recent exhibition ‘Sacred made Holy'. On Monday Fr Ivo
will look at one image and help us to contemplate the Paschal mystery
through this image. On Tuesday Fr Robert will, within the context of a
healing Eucharist, look at another image and on Wednesday | will, in the
context of a Eucharist of reconciliation, look at a third image. Each Eucharist
will take about 35 minutes and there will be time afterwards for quiet
reflection in the church. This is part of our journey with Jesus to the cross,
please plan to be with us.

Easter Triduum

The term Triduum means 'three days." The three days are
counted as the Hebrews counted their days, from dusk to
dusk. Therefore, the three days of the Easter Triduum are
from dusk on Holy Thursday to dusk on Good Friday (day
one), dusk on Good Friday to dusk on Holy Saturday (day
two), and dusk on Holy Saturday to dusk on Easter Sunday
(day three). Each of those days 'tells' a different part of the
story of Jesus' saving action. We look at the East Triduum as
on single celebration that lasts for three days. We cannot
separate the death of Jesus from his resurrection. We do not
spend all of the three days in church, but at various times
during those days, we are called to church to gather and
remember together. Because the Triduum tells an ongoing
story, try if you can to make all the services.

Thursday

"| give you a new

commandment: love

one another just as |

have loved you," says

the Lord.

The traditional Passover meal in the upper room should have been one of
celebration, but there was a sombre mood. There was talk of the
brokenness of bread and the bloodiness of wine .... allusions to the
sacrifice Jesus was about to make, and the price he was about to pay with
his own body and blood. Then to demonstrate his self sacrificing service he
stoops to a menial task. Jesus ties a towel around his waist and washes
the disciples' feet. This is the Christian message we are to take on board.
We must learn to sacrifice our own needs and put each other first
regardless of status. Jesus is asking us to love each other as he loves us.
Our Last Supper Eucharist at 8pm at St Georges will include the
ceremonial washing of feet, the stripping of the altar. The walk to the
Garden of Gethsemane and the watch with Jesus inthe garden. The Watch
will conclude at 10.30pm

Good Friday

On this day we

commemorate the events

of Jesus' suffering and

death.

This is a solemn day but

it's a momentous day too.

In hindsight we know that

this is not the end. We look forward to Easter when Jesus raises from the
dead and invites us to share the same destiny. Non-Christians around the
world might see the Cross as an instrument of torture. We celebrate it as a
symbol of victory over death. The children will gather at 10am for there own
Stations of the Cross. The solemn liturgy of the day will be at 12noon and
Stations of the Cross will be at 7pm. The church will remain open all day.
On Holy Saturday at 8.30am we shall gather at the tomb to be with Jesus,
please join us for our prayers.
