In addition to our Sung Eucharist there will also be a said Eucharist on
Thursday at St Georges at 7.30am to enable those who are not able to be
with us in the evening to be at worship. The focus of the Ascension gospel
Is exaltation and mission. It's time for us to stop looking into the sky and
wondering where Jesus has gone, and focus on the important business of
putting his teaching into action. There’s a real danger nowadays that our
faith can become academic. In a world where there seem to be more
guestions than answers, we can easily fall into the trap of spending too
much time, reading, studying pondering and theorising. This is all well and
good, but at the end of the day, what counts most is getting things done.
The Ascension, like the Resurrection points to a future in which we live out
a reality where death and the threat of death no longer disable us. Jesus
leaves us with comfort, support, affirmation and promises. A runner passes
on a baton not for his fellow runner to stand still and ponder the importance
and significance of the baton. The idea is to win the race. Likewise Jesus
has lived a life of example and now it's over to us. Please plan to be with
us; the evening Eucharist starts at 7pm.

Saint Matthias 14th May

In the days following the Ascension of Jesus, Peter proposed
to the assembled disciples, who numbered about one
hundred and twenty, that they choose one to fill the place of
the traitor Judas in the apostolate: So they proposed two
men: Joseph called Barsabbas (also known as Justus) and
Matthias. Then they prayed, "Lord, you know everyone's
heart. Show us which of these two you have chosen to take
over this apostolic ministry, which Judas left to go where he
belongs." Then they cast lots, and the lot fell to Matthias; so
he was added to the eleven apostles. The Eucharist is at
6.30pm.

Daily Worship.

Prayer) are said daily, in accordance with the law, and following the scriptural
imperative to, ‘pray without ceasing’. | do wish we could take seriously the
challenge to be a praying community and join together (8 am & 6pm) for 20
minutes. Also the Daily Eucharist offered Tuesday through Sunday. | saw a notice
outside a church once that read; “The Daily Eucharist is for those who have
nothing better to do, which means all of us”.
